Hazard Phrases:

Affected 
organs: central nervous system. Route of exposure: 
Inhalation (inhalation)  

- H335: May cause respiratory irritation. Affected 
organs: respiratory tract. Route of exposure: Inhalation 
(inhalation) 

- H373: May cause damage to organs <or state all 
organs affected, if known> through prolonged or 
repeated exposure <state route of exposure if it is 
conclusively proven that no other routes of exposure 
cause the hazard>. Affected organs: liver, blood.
